The chef souress lamb and beef which is
all veared Incally and fresh fish arrives six
days 2 week from Hartlepool and fiuit and
veg iravels uiily from as farafield as Snape.
All this care and atlention shows ina
well-thought cut menu and beautifully
presented and {asting food.

It's certainly popuday with both tourists and
Incals siike and bath nighis we stayed. the
restaurant and bar were packed out.

The breakfast, meanwhile, is among the
best I've ever had,
